· RE Mentor training
Mentors who have completed Instructional Mentoring (IM) training during 2009-2011 need to take only the one-day Resident Educator-1 (RE-1) training to qualify as a mentor. New mentors will be required to take both Instructional Mentoring Revised and Resident Educator-1. These are two separate single-day trainings. IHE faculty may participate in the mentor trainings. Beginning July 1, 2010, the cost for each one-day session of mentor training is $85 regardless of location. The training fee includes materials and lunch.

Ohio Performance Assessment Pilot Project (for Elementary and Secondary Schools)

The two national assessment consortia, (Smarter Balance and PARCC) in which Ohio is a participating member, have proposed that performance assessment be part of the state-offered NCLB summative assessment. This ODE pilot project (2011-2014) will test the different types of student performance assessments that these two consortia have proposed. One cohort of teachers participating in this pilot will be elementary teachers, and the other cohort will be high-school teachers.

ODE is seeking higher education faculty (education and content area) from Ohio IHEs that have state approved teacher preparation programs to participate in this pilot project; these selected faculty members will attend professional development sessions, visit schools in the pilot project, and participate in the review of performance tasks as they are developed. Each faculty member selected will be offered a contract for each year of their participation through the summer of 2014.
